Description: The COVID-19 pandemic has affected educational systems worldwide, leading to the cessation of normal practices at
universities and colleges. As an immediate response to the crisis, universities have switched their in-person teaching to online learning.
Meanwhile, challenges associated with a lack of high-quality online educational resources, inexperience with online course development
_‘ and implementation, and limitations in the support of multi-cultural online classrooms were encountered. The Asia Pacific Forestry

education under the new normal.
